d. Why do you think the servant was unable to extend grace to those who 

owed him? 

e. What is the big idea of this parable? 

f. How are grace and forgiveness related? 

5. What is the fruit of someone who is walking in God’s love, grace, and for-

giveness?   

6. Is there someone you need to forgive, show grace to, or love unconditionally?
