
What is Biblical Joy?  Biblical joy is based on the grace of God and not our 
circumstances.  Joy is di�erent from happiness; it results from a dependence upon 
and gratitude towards God regardless of our situation.  Joy grows as we 
experience a deeper connection with God even through adverse and trying 
circumstances.
